Along with the accompanying CD, this compilation provides sheet music and
accompaniment, both providing the melody line to facilitate learning songs more easily. The volume
also provides background descriptions of the songs which help foster an appreciation for the styles
and origins of the music. Some technical notes about singing are also included as appendices to
guide learning. | have used this book/CD in combination with formal vocal instruction, albeit it would
be suitable for stand-alone use, particularly for those who desire an accessible format for learning
songs and developing an appreciation of their own voices. Of note also are those pieces intended
for improvisation that encourage one to simply explore one’s voice. Finally, some of the
arrangements themselves are stellar pieces of music and | have used them for performance,

notably Westryn Wynde and Dance of Youth (arranged by Scarlett Antaloczy).
