Christ Jesus, who reconciles us to the Father, is the

one who reconciles us with each other. It is candid and refreshing, a call to unity in the body

challenges the stereotypes of different races. We are forced to look at ourselves as God views us,

as people created to reflect his glory in our salvation through Christ. The only concern is some

questionable exegesis, in which the authors draw out of the text things which I do not believe are

there. But the conclusions they come to are biblical. I would suggest this book to all, and it is



suitable for small group discussion.
