As a first-time reader, | found Marcus’ own texts fascinating but thought that
the translation was occasionally oddly anachronistic, though forgivable always for its readability (my
previous attempt at this text having gotten indigestion with the ponderous nineteenth-century
prose).Marcus was clearly rather hard on himself in a cruel age.
