Yes a masterpiece which greatest charm is that EH came as close to writing a verse novel as
we shall see in our time. It is almost poetry and that is why the book stands well after multiple
readings.This edition has included sections that Eh had excised from the book and their greatest
worth is that it shows how difficult is was for the author to write an an apparently simple manner.

Hemingway’s seminal work that established his style and his reputation. Unlike his other novels, this
is a synthesis of his lifestyle at the time and the modernist writing style he aspired to. His effort at
blending these is only somewhat successful.lt’'s tempting to look for allegorical meaning in the
fishing, fiesta, and bull fighting. But the truth is probably simpler: that was Hemingway’s life at the
time and he was writing about what he knew. They do add some color to the story, but not much
depth.The characters are the strength of this novel, with each one exhibiting impotence when facing
the headwinds of life. Cohn’s boxing is his attempt to equip himself to face his struggles, but that
turns out to be useless in his pursuit of his desires. Brett lurches from one cataclysm to another.
Michael’s life is in an irretrievable tailspin. Ironically, Jake, who is literally impotent, is probably best
equipped to deal with circumstances, but his aspirations remain out of reach.The resulting fatalistic
tone evokes the Lost Generation of the 20’s. Having lived through the world war, they lost interest in
building a future, and instead found refuge in hedonistic excesses. Hemingway is successful in
conveying that atmosphere. Ultimately though, The Sun Also Rises is most notable for the

foundation it lays, serving as the basis for Hemingway’s major works that followed.

The Sun Also Rises is one of my all time favorite books. | have read it and re-read it many times. It
had been a few years since my last reading and when my wife and daughter came home with a
1960’s collection of his novels that they bought at a garage sale for me for only a mere three dollars,
| decided to give it another go. Conclusion: it is still great.This was Hemingway’s first novel. It comes
in around 90,000 words, is paced very well, and shows the foundation of Hemingway’s ground
breaking style of the time. The book is simple, primarily made up dialogue, of which Hemingway is a
master, and broken up with stark descriptions of the country. The Sun Also Rises was an instant hit
when it was published by Scribners in 1926 and made Hemingway a newly discovered star among

critics and readers. It is, in my opinion, his finest work.l have read all of Hemingway’s work. He is



most certainly the king of the short story, a fine novel writer, and superb letter writer. He holds no
punches when it comes to character and allows the reader to form his/her own opinion when it
comes to them. Several times while reading The Sun Also Rises, | put the book down and
commented on how much | loved the book.

"The Sun Also Rises" is the archetypal book that defines the Lost Generation, those men who
fought in World War | and experienced post-traumatic stress (although it was not defined as such
then) and desperately tried to find meaning in life after so much gruesome suffering and death.|
read this at the same time as | was reading "The Paris Wife: A Novel," by Paula McLain, a
fictionalized account of Ernest Hemingway’s marriage to Hadley Richardson. The couple lived in
1920s Jazz Age Paris, and it was during this time that he wrote "The Sun Also Rises," a book that
was very much based on their friends and activities during that time. It was fascinating to read the
two together and identify each character in "The Sun Also Rises" with the real-life person who was

part of the Hemingways’ Paris existence.
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
